Saturday’s seminar is for the agility teams competing in Masters in USDAA or Excellent B in AKC or Elite in NADAC.
Sunday’s seminar is focused on the experienced handler starting a new dog.  Dogs for this seminar should be doing all contacts at full height and able to sequence at least 12-14 obstacles.  Weaves can still be slightly open (using a channel) if necessary.  The dogs in this seminar are either getting ready to compete this coming year or have just started within the last year.  You may have a dog in Open or Advanced who is still green, or you may have a dog that has not yet started competing.  

Y2K9s is indoors with heating.  Crates and chairs are available, or you can bring your own.  There are indoor bathrooms as well.  Lunch and morning refreshments will be provided.  

Each day’s seminar will be limited to 12 working spots.

Monday and Tuesday privates are $85/hour* or $45/half hour payable to Karen Holik.  There will also be a $5 building rental fee payable to Y2K9s.  Privates will fill starting with Monday, then Tuesday.

This fall, Karen & Sizzle finish in 19th place overall in the individual competition at the World Championships in Hamar, Norway  with the highest placement on the USA Team in the Standard Class (4th Place !!!).   In November, Karen and Sizzle were members of the winning DAM Team Tournament at the Cynosports World Games.  They also placed 2nd in the Grand Prix of Dog Agility World Championships.
Karen is a fun and exciting seminar presenter.  She is very upbeat and positive with all participants and their dogs.    She is quoted as saying: "I have found that the more I train my dog to be fast, the more I have had to train myself to keep up with him."
